What is LVIP?

At the start of the 2009-2010 School year, Lee County
Public Schools established the Lee Virtual Instruction
Program (LVIP) to provide Lee County students in grades
K-12 with high quality, flexible virtual education and
learning options.

What is Virtual Instruction?

Virtual instruction is internet
based learning and instruction
delivered either solely online or in
conjunction with traditional
materials and teaching methods
and other computer based
technology. LVIP is not the same
as “home school.” LVIP has
direct oversight of student
learning with the help of state
certified professional educators,
administrators and support staff
dedicated to the overall success
of every student. Additionally,
parent(s) or designated “learning
coach” involvement is vital to the
virtual instruction program.

LVIP offers full time and part time instruction for
students in grades 6-12 and full time for K-5. The
dedication of students, parents, teachers as well as a
strong partnership with prominent virtual curriculum
providers make LVIP a strong, academic based virtual
program that will continue to grow to meet the needs of
all students in our community.

There is fascinating diversity
among the students enrolled in
LVIP. From student athletes and
performers to aspiring computer
application developers and
novelists, our program draws
from a wide spectrum of
individual students from our
community. All are focused on
learning at their own pace in their
own place, yet must be able to
devote as much time to online
lessons as they would in a
traditional classroom
environment.

Virtual instruction and online
learning are excellent
educational opportunities;
however they are not always
suited for all students. First,
virtual students will need to have
internet, telephone, and email
access; therefore families

considering LVIP should be
comfortable with using the
computer and internet to do
assignments, research, and
projects as well as be
comfortable with using email and
telephone communication as a
primary means for teacher-
student and parent-teacher
communication. Moreover,
because virtual instruction is self
directed, students, parents and
learning coaches must be able to
understand and follow written
lesson assignments
independently, in order to meet
lesson mastery goals and
assignment deadlines. Success
will greatly depend on students,
parents and learning coaches
setting personal goals and
working to achieve themin a
timely manner. Parent and

learning coach involvement in
the virtual education program is
vital; therefore parent(s) and
learning coaches must have
routine and on-going engage-
ment in student learning and be
committed to the student’s
success. You are the “glue” that
gets the knowledge to stick.

In brief, technology access,
self-direction, self discipline,
good time management skills,
and computer skills are the
central attributes of students who
excel in a virtual learning
environment. It is important for
parents and students to take
these factors into consideration
before committing to any full time
virtual instruction program.

Are LVIP students awarded a
Diploma upon graduation? Yes.
The LVIP program is an accredited,
diploma granting institution and is
equivalent to any traditional Lee
County Public school.

How do | enroll my child in LVIP?

To enroll in LVIP, you must first
complete an application available
online at http:/Ilvip.leeschools.net.
After submitting the application, you
will receive instructions regarding the
enrollment or transfer process.

Is Attendance taken?

Yes. The virtual program follows the
same calendar as all Lee County
Public Schools and students are
expected to attend daily and maintain
pace with passing grades.

What about Extracurricular
Activities such as sports, clubs
and events?

Students may participate in
extracurricular activities at a
designated school within your zone
of residence. These assignments
are made through the Student
Assignment Office.

Will applying to LVIP affect my
school choice selection?

No. Application for LVIP will not
affect your current School Choice
assignment. However, once a
student is enrolled as an LVIP
student, his/her seat is forfeited;
therefore, in order to return to a
traditional school, student
assignment procedures must be
followed.

Do LVIP students have to take the
FCAT and other assessments?
Yes. LVIP students are required to
participate in state and district
assessments including the FCAT.
These tests are administered to
Virtual students at the Lee County
Public Education Center..

What if my child is enrolled in an
ESE program?

ESE students must have an |IEP
review completed before enrolling in
LVIP.
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LVIP Elementary Grades K-5
Enrollment Option

K-5* elementary students who enroll in LVIP will learn
through curriculum and instructional resources that are
facilitated by a parent or designated learning coach. The
unigue and rigorous approach for elementary virtual
instruction utilizes both online and manipulative resources.
Once enrolled, your student will be assigned a grade level
appropriate virtual teacher who will work closely with your
child and you or the designated learning coach. You will
receive traditional learning materials as well as access to
online resources.

K-5 LVIP services for elementary students include teacher
support, daily lesson plans, and a vibrant, online community.
Interaction takes place online as well as via email, online
conferencing and frequent phone contact. Student assignments are a combination of computer based
and traditional written work. For additional information, visit http://lvip.leeschools.net.

*Kindergarten students are eligible to enroll in full time virtual ONLY if they are repeating Kindergarten or have been
enrolled in a pre-K program with additional services equal to 1 full time equivalent unit as defined by state statute.

LVIP Secondary Grades 6-12 Enroliment
Option

Students in grades 6-12 may enroll in LVIP as
full time diploma seeking students or may choose
to enroll in one or more virtual courses through
the LVIP secondary education program, Lee
Virtual School.

Diploma seeking students will follow the student
grade level progression plan and enroll in six
courses required per year to earn a standard Lee
County High School diploma. Courses include a
variety of electives, honors and advanced
placement courses. LVIP is also able to facilitate
college level virtual dual enrollment opportunities
for high school students residing in Lee County
who meet certain pre-admission requirements.

Home education, private school and charter
school students may choose to enroll as part-time
students in one or more virtual courses as a means
to earn additional graduation credits or enrich
learning. There is no cost for this program to
students residing in Lee County.

All full-time LVIP Secondary education students
have the added benefit of having certified LVIP
educators available to offer assistance sessions,
group study meetings and face to face meetings
right here in Lee County! There are also multiple
academic and enrichment activities offered. Visit
our website for more information.
